There
are 62 confirmed cases of AIDS
in Wisconsin and 19,404 diag-
nosed in the U.S. MASN receives
grants of $10,000 from the State
Division of Health and $14,300
from the city of Madison. Ricardo
Gonzalez hosts the first ben-
efit for MASN at the Cardinal
Bar that raises $900 with many
more to follow. The virus that
precedes AIDS is named HIV,
and the first drug that delays the
onset of AIDS, AZT proves to be
effective. The 100th case of AIDS
in Wisconsin is reported.
